Anstine Scholarship may be used for college costs at four-year colleges and universities,
two-year junior or community colleges, or post-secondary certificate programs.

The Anne B. Anstine Scholarship is awarded to an outstanding student who is selected
by the scholarship committee based on factors relating to academic performance and
leadership potential. These factors are high school grades, Scholastic Achievement Test scores,
and extra-curricular activities.
